At Decora, we take safety very seriously, and place  
paramount importance on our Child Safety Campaign, 
aiming to help customers understand the potential hazards that can be 
posed by unrestrained cords, braids, loops and chains of blinds. 

Always focused on new products and product development, Decora  
have established a range of child safety products suitable for all types and 
styles of blinds, and are continuously looking for new ways that a safety 
feature can be added, to enhance our child safety programme further. 

Your home should be a place where your children are safe and protected, 
but children naturally love to climb, explore and play, and the possible 
risks may not be immediately obvious. There are simple steps that can be 
taken to minimise risks, to keep your child safe.   



Safety comes as standard 

 

From January 2012, two easy break chain  
connectors are fitted as standard on all Decora 
roller blinds. Fitted 2 per blind, they are designed 
to break under a 3kg force. 
 

A cord and chain cleat is provided with all  
Decora products with chains or cords – these are 
to be fitted to the side of window to allow cords 
and chains to be  secured safety out of children’s 
reach. All our fitting instructions across all      
products include directions on how to fit a cleat. 
 

Warning tags are attached to all blinds to remind 
customers at point of installation of the potential 
hazards. A new larger tag has been introduced to 
ensure this message is highly visible. 
 

Plastic ring stops are fitted at the top of raise   
control cords on Sunwood venetians—this stops 
the ladder cord being pulled to create a dangerous 
loop. 



Safety Components  
Decora have a range of additional child safety components which are  
detailed below. 

Safely secures blind chain within the body.  Long and 
short options available with adjustable guides. Long 
body ideal for vertical blinds and secures both pull cord 
and chain operation. Suitable for roller and vertical. 

Cord & Chain Tidy 

Clip is fixed to the wall and securely holds the 
chain/cord loop out of children’s reach. 

Suitable for roller, vertical, roman & venetians. 

Attaches to window recess.  Cord is fed through a    
pulley system & tensions replacing the cord weight. 

Suitable for verticals. 

Splits apart safely separating up to four cords if pressure 
is applied. Allows each cord to hand individually so no 
hazardous loop is required. 

Suitable for aluminium  venetians.

Cord & Chain Cleats and Easy Break 
Chain Connectors are now supplied as 
standard, however additional devices can 
be purchased to fit on existing blinds. 



Motorisation 
Decora can now offer a large range of motor options, from a very simple 
battery operated solution, suitable for smaller blinds (up to 5m2) to more 
powerful motors powered by DC or AC which are more suitable for   
larger, heavier blinds. The absence of cords and chains ensure your blinds 
are completely child safe, offering peace of mind for busy parents, as 
well as offering much needed convenience.

Keeping safe... 

Decora’s child safety campaign not only encourages customers to consider 
safety devices that can be added to a blind, but also recommend further 
steps that can be taken to keep children safe around window fittings: 

 

· Furniture should be positioned 
at a safe enough distance that  
children can not climb onto 
blinds. 

· Cords and chains should be  
kept on a child safety cleat  
when near cots or beds. 

· Cords and chains should not    
be allowed to hang free 

· The cords should be kept as 
short as feasible, ideally at least 
1.6 m above ground so that  
children cannot reach them 

· Keep aware when children are 
around vertical blinds with      
bottom chains. 
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
